· Share your application form with our Translational Funding Review Panel. Our review panel is bound by our Code of Conduct. We also put in place an agreement with all panel members before they assess the applications, that they will keep all personal data and application forms secure and in the strictest confidence, that they will not share them with any other third party, and that they will only keep them for as long as they are needed. They will assess all applications and recommend which applicants should be funded. Once the assessment process is concluded, and applicants have been informed of the outcomes of the assessment, all personal data held by the panel for this purpose will be deleted. 
· Keep a copy of your personal data for no more than 5 years after the date on which applicants are informed of the outcomes of this funding round. This allows us to monitor re-submissions appropriately, and to assess the current research landscape. After 5 years (if not before), we will delete all personal data associated with your application. If you are successful in being funded, we will provide further information to you at the time we inform you that you have been awarded funding about further use of your personal data.
